The tournament will be governed by:

2. The local rules as printed on the reverse of the official scorecards of Summit 

Point Golf and Country Club; and 
3.  Tournament rules that are listed in this form and announcements made 

before the tournament 
 

ELIGILIBILITY  

 Only Bonafide members, spouses, dependents, and guest-partner of Summit Point Golf 
and Country Club are eligible to participate in the tournament   

 The tournament is an all-amateur tournament 
 
TOURNAMENT SCHEDULE:

Registration will open starting March 01, 2024. 
 

TOURNAMENT FEE: 

Entry to the tournament (2 days of play). 

 For Thursday & Saturday Play (SET A): Php 15,000.00 plus 2 tickets to Grand Raffle

 For Friday & Sunday Play (SET B): Php 15,000.00 plus 4 tickets to Grand Raffle worth

CADDIE FEE: 

The caddie fee is for the player's account. Please pay your Caddie directly and if possible, 
immediately after your round. The minimum caddie fee is Php 700.00. 

GOLF CARTS AND MULLIGANS: 

Mandatory sharing of Golf Carts. Golf Cart Fees of Php 450.00/player is for the player’s account. 
Mandatory Mulligan of Php 500.00 (1 for the Front 9 and 1 for the Back 9) shall be charged to 
each player. 

TEE OFF AND REGISTRATION:  
Registration opens at 6:00AM on each playing day and shotgun start at 9:00 in the morning 
each day, all participants are required to register at least 30 minutes before the shotgun start. 
 
GROUPINGS:  
All registered Member-Guest teams will be ranked based on the team handicap index from the 
lowest to the highest, once ranked, the field will be divided into three (3) portions representing 
Division I, Division II and Division III. Team that lowest score don’t have pick declared as Lowest 
Gross, and team that have highest point will be declared Overall Best net points.  
 
TEAM HANDICAP: 

 The handicap index of the member and Guest shall be combined to determine the team 
handicap. 



 The handicap index in effect for the tournament is the WHS board handicap for May 1 , 
2024 

 The Member’s Partner who fail to submit their handicap index before end of May 1  
2024 will automatically be given a zero handicap index. 

 The team Handicap is for classification purpose only, the Field will be ranked from, the 
lowest Handicap to the Highest and shall be divided as follows: 

TOP 30%                 ---------               DIVISION I 
SECOND 30%           ----------              DIVISION II 
BOTTOM 40%          ----------              DISIONS III 

 
Maximum handicap index for member, spouses and dependents will be pegged at 25.0. The 
maximum handicap index for the male guest is 18.0 and for the female guest is 21.0. 
 
SPONSORS DIVISION:  
 
There will be a separate Sponsors Division Tournament to be held on May 15, 2024. Sponsoring 
companies/individuals will be advised by the Club on the number of the participants they may 
be allowed to be field in the tournament depending on the sponsorship value they have 
contributed. 
 
However, sponsors have the option to play in the member - guest tournament proper provided 
that they have satisfied the following: 

 They are playing with a Summit Point Club Member as their partner. 

 Their sponsorship contribution is Php 100,000.00 and above. 

 They have not yet played in the Sponsors’ tournament. 
 
FORMAT: 

 The DAY I format is Four-Ball Stroke play (Best Ball) competition. Better net score for the 
hole counts as the team’s score to be converted into Stableford points. 

 The DAY 2 format is Aggregate Stroke play. Partners will play their own balls using their 
full handicaps and their aggregate score as their team score.  

 For Sponsor Division – individual play Molave Scoring System (May 15, 2024) 
 
SCORING SYSTEM: 
 
Stableford scoring system will be used on both days. 

 
STABLEFORD SCORING SYSTEM WITH HANDICAPS  
Stableford points will count as follows: 
Net Double Bogey            0                   Net Eagle                        4 
Net Bogey                          1                   Net Double Eagle          5 
Net Par                               2                   Natural Hole in One      6 
Net Birdie                          3 



 
Gross Scores are to be recorded on the scorecards  

 If a player misses his/her net bogey putt, he/she must pick up the ball. Just mark X on 
your scorecard if you have picked up on a hole. (Penalty: 2 points deduction for every 
infraction.)

Tie Breaker:  Total Net Points of the team for last day format (Aggregate)  
     

 Last 9 holes , last 6 Holes , Last 3 Holes  

 still tie count back from hole 18 until tie will be broken  
 

SCORECARDS: 
Each team shall serve as the marker for the other team in the flight, The markers must 
record the gross scores or put an “X” in case of a pick up or hole was not played by the 
players of the other team. All official scorecards will be accepted 15 minutes after 
completing a round. 

 
Scorecards not turned in on time may be voided and the errant team disqualified for the day. 
 
TANDEM RAFFLE: 

1. All Registered teams are issued one Tandem Raffle Stub (TRS) per member-guest 
partner/team and are qualified to the Tournament Raffle (TR). 

2. The TRS represents the TR entry of the team. Each team (composed of a Member-Guest 
team) shall receive a TRS upon fulfilling the registration requirements of the 
tournament. 

3. All the raffle prizes to be given away during the TR are in pairs, intended for one prize to 
be given to the member and the other to the guest partner.  

4. For expediency, the Club will pre-draw most of the raffle items to be witnessed by 
several independent tournament participants. However, the last 10 prizes will be drawn 
live during the Awarding Ceremonies. 

5. The pre-drawn prizes must be claimed during the awarding ceremony but before the live 
drawing of the last 10 prizes, provided that any one of the members of the team may 
claim the pre-drawn prizes as long as the TRS is presented with a valid identification 
card. The masters of ceremony shall make a last call to claim the pre-drawn prizes in the 
event that some of the pre-drawn prizes are not claimed. After the last call and said pre-



drawn prizes are not yet claimed, the same shall be forfeited and shall be re-drawn and 
awarded prior to the live drawing of the last 10 prizes. 

6. For the last 10 prizes, ANY of the Member and his/her Guest partner MUST be present 
to be eligible to win the prize. For each TRS called as winner, the winners must come up 
on stage to claim the prize within 2 minutes from the time the TRS was drawn and 
announced. Failure to do so would mean that the drawn TRS is disqualified and a new 
TRS shall be drawn for the corresponding prize. 

7. For the Grand Prize, the winning TRS drawn shall give the Member a brand-new Car, 
while the Guest partner shall receive a brand- new Golf Cart, ANY of the Member and 
his/her Guest partner MUST be present to be eligible to win the prize. 

8. The taxes and similar assessment for winning the prize shall be paid by the winners of 
the raffle. 

9. All winners shall be subjected to a 20% Final withholding Tax, which is imposed on all 
prizes and winnings, as per BIR Tax Regulations. 
 

SUBSTITUTION:  
Substitution of partners will be allowed 3 days before the tournament. Once one of the team 
members have played, substitution will no longer be allowed for any reason. 
 

REFUNDS: 
A. CANCELLATION POLICY 

 100% entry fee refund shall be applied for cancellation made on/or before 5pm of APRIL 
13, 2024 

 50% penalty shall be applied for cancellation made after 5:00pm of APRIL 13, 2023. The 
Club shall refund the remaining 50% of the entry fee.  

 Members who will cancel shall be charged the equivalent green fee in case the invited 
guest has availed of the practice rounds. 

 Teams shall no longer be entitled for refund once tournament give away are claimed 
regardless of the timing of cancellation. 
 

UNIFORM: 
Teams are ENCOURAGED to be in uniform. 

REMINDERS: 

1. You are instructed to submit your scorecards within 15 minutes after playing the last 
hole. (Failure to do so would mean disqualification) 

2. Everyone is instructed to do cross scoring. Kindly exchange scorecards with your flight 
mates. 

3. Always keep pace with the flight in front of you. (Players who are found to be playing 
slow may be assessed a penalty of two point’s deduction.) 

4. Do not forget to have FUN!
